The premium is $632.65 
yearly, a short discussion was held regarding the disbursement.  The Council decided that it would continue to be disbursed form the 
First Responder’s Funds.  


Meritcare Clinic - Council Member Nelson reported that Meritcare Clinic is covered by the County as an additional insured.  As the 
School is listed as an additional insured by the City for the Fitness Center.
