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Fire Prevention Week:  Fire Chief Greg Vollhaber reminds us that Fire Prevention Week is October 5-11, 2008.  Following are some fire safety tips to help you keep your family safe this winter.


Have a meeting place outside your home in case of a house fire. Make sure that all family members know where it is in the event of a fire.


DO NOT re-enter a burning structure for any reason once you have escaped.  


Check all the windows in your home and make sure they work easily.  Children  need to know how your windows operate, so they can easily open them in case of fire.


Smoke detectors:  You should have a smoke detector on every level of your home and outside each sleeping area.  Test them monthly and change batteries at least once per year.  Fire prevention week is a great time to install fresh batteries!

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Dog Licenses:  Any resident of the City of Kelliher who owns a dog is required to purchase a dog license, whether your dog is an indoor or outdoor dog.  You must bring in proof of vaccination from the veterinarian.  The cost of a license is $10.00 per dog.
