Discussion of cost/resource sharing with the Kelliher Schools
6.05	The Council discussed the possible benefits to the City to share the expertise and purchase the services of their on-staff Grant Writer. Possibly by a hourly rate or per Grant. There have been multiple requests by citizens for a Walking Trail or Bike Trail through or around town, and maybe she could find some grant money for that project. Since the Clerk doesn't have the time or expertise to write grants, this could be a good resource sharing opportunity. Council directed Clerk Krueth to set up a meeting for the Public to give their input regarding walking trails or any other idea's the Public may have that the City could use this resource for. Meeting date was set as Monday, October 25th, 2010 in the Community Center at 7pm.	


Staff Reports
Public Works
7.00	Vice Mayor Gehlert reported that Chuck had stopped by before the meeting and told her he had poured cement around the the Liquor Store and was working on the leaves, but he would not be at the meeting. Clerk Krueth informed the Council of the issues at the Liquor Store requiring his time for repairs. There was a hole that had washed out the dirt from the foundation on one side and many gaps from the foundation to the sidewalk. Chuck had repaired some of the sidewalk cracks, and the lattice around the smoking patio. Council Rabe reported Chuck had graded the park. Clerk Krueth reported Chuck also had spent 2 1/2 days repairing a water line break. Clerk Krueth updated the Council on the Water/Sewer infrastructure project, WSN has sent in the application for funding after all, and they will send in updated materials as they get things done. WSN had been up going over drawings & layouts with Chuck & Krueth. WSN will be trying to utilize the Water Tower Report done a few years ago by adding some cost figures to the findings.


Liquor Store 
Income Statement
7.01	Income was up for this Quarter, which is running typical with previous years.

Update on Liquor Store Roof
7.02	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that work should begin this week. The shingles had been ordered last week, the contractor would be supplying a couple of stacks the Greg could not get. Work was to begin today, but he had called and was going to wait till tomorrow as rain was forecasted for today.

7.03	Council asked if there was an item 7.03, as it was left blank. Clerk Krueth explained she was going to put the Sign Bids that Tom had received, but upon talking with Tom, the prices were VERY high, and since he was scheduled to work tonight, unless he could switch with someone he would miss the meeting. At the time of putting the packets together it was still up in the air. Clerk Krueth informed the Council both bids were above $20,000, Council agreed they were too high. After further discussion of signage, Council asked Clerk Krueth to check on the cost of an lighted Arrow sign to point to the Liquor Store.
	
	Council inquired about the Billboard sign on the south side of town, Clerk Krueth reported that Loreen Bolhuis charges $150.00 per piece of plywood, and that there was about 4 sheets in the sign. Loreen is working at the school now so Council discussed whether to leave the sign up over the winter months or to remove and let her work on it when she has time. Decision was made to take it down for now.

City Clerk
Air Conditioning Unit
7.04	Was tabled again until Mayor Latterell could tell them where the money would come from to pay for it in the budget.
 

	Clerk Krueth reported about attending MNGFOA Government Accounting class in Hermantown. Discussion was held about our software and its' limitations. Council directed Krueth to look into other software that is available and what other cities are using.
