Surveillance Cameras: Due to not having a designated deputy for the City of Kelliher, surveillance cameras have been installed at the Kelliher Liquor Store. From the Maintenance Department:

Vandalism:  There have been numerous incidents of vandalism taking place at Paul Bunyan Park and Bullhead Lake Public Access.  If you are aware of any type of vandalism, please contact City Hall.  
Phosphate Free Soaps:  Phosphorus is a nutrient essential for plant growth.  It is found in lawn fertilizers, some detergents and human and other animal waste.  Too much phosphorus in water causes algal blooms and excessive aquatic plant growth.  These plants, and other water quality problems that occur when they decompose, can harm fish and other organisms and limit our use and enjoyment of lakes.  While phosphate is banned in laundry soaps and hand dishwashing detergent, it is still used in automatic dishwasher detergents and lawn fertilizers.   Look on product labels to make sure the product is either phosphate free or has a low phosphate content.   When buying lawn fertilizers, look for the middle number on the box or bag to be “0”.  That’s the phosphate content.    The entire number should look something like:  10-0-10.   Please help keep phosphorus from harming our waters by using phosphate-free or low-phosphate products.  The City of Kelliher is doing their part by following a State mandated phosphate plan.
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Planters:  The Kelliher School RESPECT Committee provided all the City’s flowers in the barrel planters and at the park and community center. On the last day of school, many of the students and staff helped plant all the flowers.  Thank you to the RESPECT Committee and students! 
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Fitness Center:  With summer here or at least trying to get here, swimsuit season is just around the corner!  It’s not too late to join the Fitness Center!  Single memberships are $25 per month and you can save on yearly and multiple user memberships. For more information, contact City Hall at 674-8470.
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Media Center:  Summer’s here, and it’s a great time to catch up on some reading!  Kelliher Community Library, located at the Kelliher Public School,  will be open all summer long to help you find the right book for a warm summer day.  Library hours are Mondays and Wednesdays from 6:00 to 9:00 P.M.  If the weather’s not so nice, remember, we also have over 400 DVD’s for rental, and the best part is- they’re free!  See Nicole Persons in the Library for details.

Revolving Loan Fund:   The City of Kelliher offers a business loan program called the Revolving Loan, which can be used for land, buildings, equipment, inventory and working capital.  Refinancing or retiring existing debt is not allowed.  Any business within the boundaries of the service area is eligible to apply.  Priority will be given to eligible business projects in the City of Kelliher.  For projects with total costs of $50,000 and less, one full time job must be created.  For projects with total costs greater than $50,000, two or more full time jobs must be created.  Loans must be paired, on a 1:1 basis ratio, with other funds from banks, other loan sources or personal sources.  Loan interest rates will be set on a case by case basis, but generally, rates will match the participating bank’s interest rate.  Loans must be secured with collateral, which can be in a subordinate position to a lead lender, typically a bank.  The basic loan application includes:  a business loan application form, complete business plan including resumes of key people, personal financial statement of borrower and other data.  As needed, other forms and information may be required to complete the application process.    A loan offer is contingent upon approval from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.  Please plan and allow for several weeks for funds disbursement for approved loans.  If you would like more information, please call City Hall.
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Building Sites Available:  The City of Kelliher has 6 city lots for sale in the new Pearson Addition located west of the Kelliher School. These lots are available for individuals that are interested in building a home.  The lots average 100’ X 140’ and the price is $7500 per  lot.   Currently,  the City is offering an incentive plan for the Pearson addition lots .  If a $100,000 home is constructed within 12 months, the city would return 2/3 of the lot price of $7500.  If a $100,000  home is constructed within 24 months, the city will return 1/2 of the lot price.  Up to 2 lots can be purchased under these terms.  The City also has one wooded lot west of the senior apartments on Kelliher Road NE.  The asking price for this lot is $7500.  The incentive plan would NOT apply to this parcel.  The City of Kelliher is an equal opportunity lender, provider, and employer.  For more information contact City Hall.  
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
