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Water & Sewer Rates:  
As you know, the City of Kelliher has to keep up with the cost of operations, distribution and storage components of our water and sewer components.  This means that our water and sewer rates will be increasing effective with the March 09, utility billing.  The new rates are as follows:

Water Service, each month;


New – Base rate will be $16.00/month plus 1.25/1,000 gallons of water.


Sewer Service, each month;


New – Base rate will be $11.00/month plus $1.00/1,000 gallons. [image: image4.wmf]

$22.00/month
