Lost River Snowmobile Club
6.04	Tyler Pink was present in place of Wade Rennemo on behalf of the Lost River Snowmobile Club. Tyler presented the Council with a Resolution supporting the grant application made to the MN Department of Natural Resources for the Federal Recreational Trail Program.  The Grant is for $75,000.00 and the Club would use the funds to purchase a John Deere 7330 Trail Groomer. The Grant has a 50% match, which the club is responsible for. They had applied last year through the city but the Grant was denied last year. The Grant names the City of Kelliher as the fiscal agent.

Personnel Policy #12
6.06	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the final draft of the Vacation Personnel Policy from the employee handbook. 

Motion was made by Rabe to approve the Personnel Policy #12 changes as presented by Clerk Krueth, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Super MM Eagle Savings vs. CIMMA Premium
6.07	Council was presented with a proposal to switch the Cities saving account from the CIMMA Premium to the Super MM Eagle to earn a higher interest rate. All the CIMMA Accounts will be converted to the Super MM Eagle eventually, so we should just as well switch now rather then later. 

Motion was made by Nelson to convert the CIMMA savings into the Super MM Eagle account, seconded by Persons. Motion carried with Nelson, Persons and Rabe voting Yes, Mayor Latterell abstained and Skoe is absent.

Resolution 2011-3 Elected Official Out-of-State Travel Policy
6.08	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with an Elected Officials Out-of-State Travel Policy. Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the City is required to have an Out-of-State Travel Policy by MS 471.661, and the Auditors were requesting that one be put into place.

Letter from MN House of Representatives L. Runbeck
6.09	Council was presented with a letter L. Runbeck concerning the potential of reform of the Local Government Aid system requesting our thought and ideas. Mayor Latterell will put a letter together and send it off, but was asking the Councils opinions as a whole. There was a long discussion about the States budget problems and how it will be affecting us. What the City would have to do to make up the money, as the City has no other options other then raising taxes. Mayor Latterell will take all opinions and put them into a letter to be sent out.


Staff Reports
Clerk
7.00	Beltrami County had sent a Delinquent Tax Report for the year of 2010, showing the percentages of property tax that is delinquent and how the City compares to the surrounding area. Kelliher has the 2nd highest percentage of delinquent taxes in Beltrami County.

7.01	Property Tax Assessment letter informing the city that there will be a reduction in all land values by 10-15%, but building values hold steady with only normal depreciation.

MCFOA Conference
7.02	Clerk Krueth requested permission to attend the Annual Municipal Clerks & Finance Officers Association. The Conference will be March 15-18, 2011, in St. Cloud. Council agreed that Clerk Krueth should attend and that money has been set aside in the budget for the training.

Motion was made by Rabe to approve Clerk Krueths' attendance to the MCFOA Conference. Motion was seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Council member Persons noted that the date for the conference will fall on the next Council Meeting scheduled, March 15th. A short discussion was held about changing the Council Meeting date to accomendate for travel time.

Motion was made by Nelson to change the next scheduled Council meeting to Monday, March 14, at 7pm. Motion was seconded by Rabe. Motion carried unanimously.

Audit Update
7.03	Clerk Krueth gave the council a quick review on how the audit went. The auditor's were here for 3 days, and only requested a couple of procedural changes, which have been taken care of. Mayor Latterell took this time to inform the Council that he is on the Board of Directors with the First State Bank of Big Fork, and will therefore be abstaining from any votes concerning banking decisions, just so it is on record and incase anyone wasn't aware of it.

Liquor Store Income Statement
7.04	Council reviewed the Liquor Store income statement. The Unemployment claims was questioned, as the Liquor Store still has 2 people claiming unemployment. Clerk Krueth explained how the system works for the city and showed the Council the last bill that was received.

Cleaning Position Applicants
7.05	Council reviewed the applicants for the cleaning position. After a short discussion, Council decided to offer the Cleaning job to Kathleen Grundmeier subject to a clean background check.

Motion was made by Nelson to offer the Cleaning position to Kathleen Grundmeier pending a clear background check. Motion was seconded by Rabe. Motion carried unanimously.

Mexican Night Request
7.06	Tom Heck informed the Council that Maxine Bradley asked if she could put on a Mexican potluck at the Liquor Store. It would be on a donation basis, and Maxine will be supplying all the food.

Motion was made by Rabe to approve the Mexican Potluck as requested. Motion was seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Council member Rabe inquired about the chlorine level in the water, Clerk Krueth said she would let Chuck know to turn it down a little more. He has to reach a certain level on all of his water samples that is sent into the Labs and that is why it has been a little higher lately.

Council member Persons inquired about the city website, whether it's been updated. Clerk Krueth informed that the minutes have been updated, but she was having some trouble with a couple of pages that are not updating correctly. A few solutions were discussed.

Council Member Nelson inquired if there was any date set for the Big Bog Festival, as she hadn't heard anything yet. Council Member Persons said he had received an email about the next meeting, and Tom informed them that he'd been given the dates so he could schedule the band at the Liquor Store.
