General Business:
8.01 Insurance – Workers Comp Premiums, First Responders
Jim Wolden addressed the Council with information regarding the liability issue with the First Responders being covered under the City’s insurance.  The City will not only be responsible for workman’s compensation insurance but also liability insurance.  The First Responders would have to act under the supervision and authority of the City to receive insurance through the City.  The First Responders must serve a city purpose and the corporation’s articles of incorporation and/or bylaws or other documents such as a contract would allow the city a reasonable amount of control over the corporation’s activities.  The president must report to the Council just as the Fire Department is required to.
Council Member Gehlert arrived at 6:10 p.m.


A short discussion was held and the Council decided to keep the First Responders under the cities insurance.  The Council 
indicated that a contract must be created and submitted to the City.

The Lost River Trails Snowmobile Club would like to purchase the building for the amount that they have invested in repairs for the building.  The Council table the decision until a Purchase Agreement is submitted for approval.
8.03 Railroad Management Company Invoice


The Clerk stated that she was not able to get in contact with anyone at the Railroad Management Company after making several 
attempts.  The Council will take no action on the Invoice, unless the Railroad Company responds and or proves that they own the land.
