Water Bills:  The City of Kelliher will be enforcing stricter payment policies regarding water bills.  In previous years, delinquent water bills have been turned over to Beltrami County at the end of the year to be collected with your property taxes. The following steps will be enforced:  The $5 late charge will be assessed for payments received after the 20th of the month. After 90 days, water will be shut off and the  homeowner will be charged a $25 shut-off fee and a $25 turn on fee PLUS the balance due paid in full before their water will be turned back on.  Please don’t let this happen to you.  Keep current on paying your utility bills.
Health Fair:  This year’s Health Fair will be held on Tuesday, April 15th starting at 3:30 p.m. in the Old School Center Gym.  The theme this year is “Garden Party”.  Once again, there will be many booths and also various chili recipes to sample.
