Fire Department 
7.01	Greg Vollhaber, Fire Chief, asked the Council what their thoughts were about them billing for auto accidents. With all of the training the Fire Department had this last year, every instructor has advised them to start charging for auto accidents. All auto insurance policies have the liability coverage for Fire Department or First Responder help for accidents built into their policies. All the surrounding departments are charging. There was a long discussion about the wording of the policy and the amount to charge. Greg and Clerk Krueth will look into it further and bring a sample policy to the next meeting. 

WSN Update
7.02	Clerk Krueth informed the Council Curt Meyer could not make it to the meeting, however she has the water test results from the testing of Paukner's water. Curt wants another guy in his office to review the test results before he makes any recommendations, but the test results do not show anything that would be harmful for consumption.

After a lengthy discussion, Sewer Rates were raised to $16.00 base (increase of $2.00) and $2.50 per 1,000 gal. usage (increase of $0.50), effective January 1, 2013. The new fee will be charge to the customers on their February 15th billing. 
	The Mileage Rate wording was changed to .565 instead of the wording 'Federal Rate'.
