Manhole Repairs

Big Bog Festival - Land Lease
7.06	Jay Waldo from the Up North Committee asked the Council if they would be willing to Lease the land from Randy Krueth again this year for the Lawn Mower Races to be held during the Big Bog Festival. It would be a 1 day lease and the City would insure the event and be reimbursed for the cost. He told the Council he had tried to find another suitable space, but no one was willing at this time. Council Member Rabe inquired about Barney Schuh's place, but he doesn't have anything for lawn mower races at this time. Mayor Latterell and Council Member Nelson stated that since it doesn't cost the City anything and it is for the City's festival and if the land owners are willing, the Council should consent.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to consent to a 1-Day Land Lease and provide Insurance for the Lawn Mower Races. Motion carried unanimously.
