Liquor Store
December Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the February Income Statement. Skoe asked if Clerk Krueth had changed the procedures of how she tracks the Liquor Stores inventory. This months' inventory was off in comparison to the sales. Clerk Krueth explained that the inventory was reduced in December with a year-end sale and then had to be restocked, so the differences between Jan & Feb purchases would reflect that. She hasn't changed any of her procedures.

General Update of Activities
6.02	Clerk Krueth reminded the Council that she would be gone to the MCFOA Conference from March 20 through March 22.

	The annual Health Fair is coming up on April 9th, so she will have a table set up for the Fitness Center during that time.

	Clerk Krueth will also be gone From April 22 through April 26 for the full week to the Clerk's Institute. Skoe asked if there should be anyone in the office during that time, it was decided just to post the closed days as soon as possible, and residents can use the drop box for any payments during that week.

	Clerk Krueth as set up a Animal Clinic for May 11th, they will use a bay in the Fire Hall to give the vaccinations and she'll be present for Pet Licenses, and that ties in with an Indoor Garage Sale that the Thrift & Gift is hosting at the Old School Center. She will be sending out a newsletter with the April water bills to let everyone know and the Clearwater Vet will also be advertising.
	

Document Destruction
6.03	The School is looking into having a document destruction company come into town for anyone who is needing this service. The tentative date is also May 11th. Nelson inquired if the city had any need. Clerk Krueth told the Council that the City has to follow the States Records Retention Schedule and since most of our files are stored per year rather then by subject, it would be a time consuming process to sort through at this time. Maybe if the City can get a CEP employee, that would be a good summer project. Skoe asked if the Fire Department still had their old pull tabs, it's been 10 plus years since they sold them and they should be able to destroy them now. Clerk Krueth had inquired with Ron Rabe about this, but hasn't heard back yet. They estimate they are capable of destroying 330 paper boxes to fill their truck. They are considering opening it up to the public too.
