Liquor Store
March Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the March Income Statement. March was a profitable month with nothing special to note.

Public Works
MDH Water Supply Annual Report
6.02	The MN Dept of Health sent the annual report to the Council summarizing an on-site inspection of the Public Water Supply. No deficiencies were noted and the recommendations were to loop our dead end lines; which are part of the Water Sewer Project Plans.
	

Water Bill Reduction Request
6.03	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of a customer's circumstances that created a very large water bill and the customer was asking for a one time reduction on their bill. After a discussion of other scenario's when no discount was given and the cost to produce the water, Council decided to not give any credit and no action was taken. 

Consumer Confidence Report
6.04	Clerk Krueth gave the Council a copy of the 2012 Consumer Confidence Report. This report is also from the MN Dept of Health, but it reports on the chemical testing results for the year. This report is posted at City Hall and the post office.

Fitness Center Rule Change
6.05	Clerk Krueth gave the Council the Fitness Center Membership Application to review. She's had several complaints of a member spending many hours in the facility watching TV, eating and a couple times actually spending the night. After reading through the application, Council suggested to add the rule of NO FOOD and put a 2 hour time limit on the length of time in the facility per day. Clerk Krueth will make signs to be posted.

Misc. Update
6.06	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of a couple letters she's received from citizens.

General Business 

Miller McDonald Audit Report
7.01	Jon Roscoe from Miller McDonald gave the Council a review of the 2012 Audit. There wasn't any issues. The City is sitting in a good financial position. He mentioned the Capital Housing Project Fund, which hasn't had any activity for several years, the City should think about either doing another project or closing the fund. The only finding was when the collateral pledge was short the required 110% for 8 days.
  

Housing Incentive Grant Request
7.02	Council was presented with an application for the Housing Incentive Grant from Kisha Heck. She is purchasing the property at 145 3rd Street.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the Housing Incentive Grant, seconded by Waldo.  Motion carried with Nelson and Waldo voting Yes and Mayor Latterell abstaining.
		

Acceptance of Resignation
7.03	Council was presented with the resignation of Mike Washenberger from the Fire Department

Motion was made by Nelson to accept the resignation, seconded by Waldo.  Motion carried unanimously.
		

Request Tim Sumner to a Meeting
7.04	Clerk Krueth had spoken with Tim Sumner to arrange for him to come to a Council meeting. He would be very willing to come, however the County Board meetings are the same nights as our meetings, so we'd have to have a special meeting. Council thought a special meeting would probably be better anyway so we could show Tim the Old School Center etc. Clerk Krueth will set up a meeting date and let everyone know.
		
City Ordinance Addition: Chapter 21.10
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with an Amendment to the City Code of Ordinance Chapter 21, Section 21.10, adding the authority for the Fire Department to charge a fee for motor vehicle accidents. The amendment as presented was written by the City Attorney from a draft from the Fire Department, the only thing missing was wording about being recalled before reaching the scene of the accident.

Motion was made by Nelson to adopt the City Code of Ordinance, Chapter 21, Section 21.10 contingent upon the Fire Department approval, seconded by Waldo.
