Staff Reports

Liquor Store
April Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the April Income Statement. It was comparable to last year's April statement. Clerk Krueth explained that she expensed out the portion of the Audit costs and there were 3 payrolls last month.


Public Works

Removal of Hose Tower
6.02	Chuck Schultz was requesting the help of the Fire Department in the removal of the hose tower on the maintenance building. The concern of a member's contractor license arose if he were to help, they thought it would be better if the City put the job up for bids. The roof is approximately 30 yrs old and maybe there are additional issues. Plus, if we remove our water tower, more work will need to be done at that time. Discussion was held about the building as a whole, if any work is done to the building other things need to be brought up to code. Chuck was asked to have some contractors look at what all needs to be done and give the city some idea of the costs we're looking at.

Blacktop Repairs
6.03	Chuck is asking about having 4th Street cracks repaired. After a short discussion, Chuck will be getting a couple of quotes for the crack sealing for the June meeting.

Generator Options
6.04	At last month's Council meeting, Council approved the purchase of a generator and the connection of main lift station to the School's back-up power generator. The City received 1 bid to connect the main lift station to the School's power generator for $9,840.00, but the bidding process brought to light other problems (the state electrical inspector would not approve the hookup because of different voltage). Other options were discussed. Council Member Skoe would rather connect to the Schools generator to save the City ongoing maintenance costs. Chuck will check with the City of Blackduck to see if they have a generator that we can set up a sharing/collaborative agreement.

Council moved Item # 7.07 to now.
 Fire Department Building Roof 
7.07	The Fire Department is looking into the costs for 2 different styles of roofs for the Fire Department Building, shingles or standing seam steel. They are asking what the City Council's opinion is. The Fire Department will ask for a Grant from PILT, because the fire Department doesn't have the funds to pay for their share. The City will ask for bids to have for the June 19 meeting and ask the Fire Department to attend so a decision can be made at that time.

Clerk

Con-con Grant Suggestions
6.05	Clerk Krueth present the Council with the application letter for the PILT Grant. A discussion was held about possible Grant ideas.
 
Insurance Renewal
6.06	Council was presented with a Liability Coverage Waiver Form from our League of Minnesota Cities Liability Insurance renewal application. The statutory tort limit on any individual claimant is $500,000 or $1,500,000 for a single occurrence as established by MS 466.04.
The city has the option to waive the limit and purchase more insurance to cover the difference, and it must be approved by the Council.

Motion was made by Skoe to NOT  WAIVE  the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by MS 466.04, seconded by Persons.  Motion carried unanimously.
 

General Business 

Widseth Smith Nolting - Curt Meyer
7.01	Curt Meyer gave the City an update on the P.E.R. & E.R. Curt would like to only respond to the comments from RD/USDA on the original ER rather than starting from scratch. He presented the Council with a contract for $4,200.00 to finish the Environmental Review. 

Motion was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to approve the contract with WSN for the Environmental Review work after Curt Meyer receives the approval from Kathy Luepke RD/USDA that they will accept the ER as proposed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Complaint Letter
7.02	 Council reviewed a letter of complaint that was received concerning the City allowing the Lawnmower Races this summer. Council reviewed the City Attorney's opinion concerning the matter, and the League of Mn Cities General Council concerning what the Council had previously told the complainant. 

Motion was made by Skoe and seconded by Persons to send a response stating 'We have reviewed her letter dated 4/30/2012 at the May 15, 2012 meeting. At this time the Council has no intention of taking any further action on the Racetrack. She is welcome to come to the next regular scheduled meeting on June 19, 2012, to discuss it.'  Motion carried unanimously.
