Liquor Store
April Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the May Income Statement. 


Public Works

Street Repair Quotes
6.02	Chuck Schultz received 3 quotes for street repairs, crack sealing. Councilor Skoe did some research on the differing types of crack sealing that was quoted and liked the job done by the lowest bidder. Councilor Skoe also suggested the City crack seal all the streets in town that will not be affected by the Water & Sewer project. Additional streets are Lakin Ave between 4th & 6th Streets and Aspen Circle.

Motion was made by Nelson to accept the quote from Commercial Asphalt Repair with the additional areas added on to the cost, seconded by Skoe.  Motion carried unanimously.


Water - Sewer Project, City Street Costs
6.025	Councilor Skoe stated that when the Water Sewer Project is done (approx. summer 2013), only half of each street will be repaved in the project. This would be the time to repave them completely, getting a better price then at some later date. Since the residents are not being assessed for the water sewer project, being assessed for half a street will not be such a big burden on them. Doing this would create another Debt Service for the City and since our current Debt Service will not be paid off until 2017, he is suggesting the City apply the Liquor Store annual transfer to the Debt Service fund to help alleviate the tax levy and put the City in a better position to fund the project Something for the Council to keep in mind for the upcoming 2013 budget.

Clerk

Debt Service Transfer Answer
6.03	Clerk Krueth received an answer from Miller McDonald concerning transferring funds from an Enterprise Fund into the Debt Service Fund. Yes, that can be done. He suggests doing it done once per year, to keep the paper work clean, and transfer only the amount of the current deficit.
 
Printer Solutions
6.04	Clerk Krueth reported that she had some repair work done on her printer, but they cannot get the second computer to print to the main printer without the formatting being messed up. Marco's suggestion is to buy another stand alone printer that uses the same toner to connect to the second computer. They gave a quoted price of $325.00 for a used smaller version of the current printer. Council discussed the current computer setup and the age of the current computers. Council would like the Clerk to get prices on upgrading the computers.

7.01	Clerk Krueth inform the Council of the City Attorney's retirement and presented them with 2 possible replacements.

Fire / City Hall Roof Quotes
7.02	Council reviewed 3 quotes for the re-roofing of the Fire Hall. After a lengthy discussion, Council decided to give the information to the Fire Department for their opinion (as they are paying for the bulk of cost) with the recommendation of the Council to go with the 50 year shingle and a warranty. Clerk Krueth will try to get more information of the warranties and the price difference of GAF shingles. 




Hose tower
7.03	At the last meeting Chuck had asked about getting the hose tower removed from the maintenance building. Chuck has found out that it is not asbestos and Ed Gehlert is willing to give a quote on the work. The roof will have to be repaired when the water tower is removed. There are also other repairs that need to be done to the building, ie windows. Council asked Chuck to get a quote from Ed for the work.
