Clerk Krueth informed the Council she does send out notices for the 60 & up past due accounts, Clerk Krueth also updated the Council on certain accounts payment agreements. There is one account that is 120 days past due, will have to be assessed to their taxes due to the fact that we cannot find the shut-off for the residence. There is also one account which we will have to take to court, since he doesn't own the property.

6.03	Council was presented with Resolution 2011-5, the Acceptance of a grant from Upper Red Lake Area Association for $2,500.00 to be paid to the Up North Committee with the City acting as the fiscal agent for the grant. The funds are for the 2011 Big Bog Festival.

Kelliher Fire Relief Association
6.04	Council was presented with a corrected form of the 2010 Pension Liability for the Fireman's Relief Association. There is a balance due of $2,473.00. Even though the City is liable for the Pension Deficit, Clerk Krueth thought it would be prudent for the Council to approve the expenditure, since the City had previously paid out a large sum to eliminate any future deficits.


Motion was made by Nelson to approve the payment of $2,473.00 to the Fireman's Relief Association, seconded by Persons.  Motion carried unanimously.
	
Council on Local Results & Innovations
6.05	Council was presented with letter from the State Auditor's Office explaining the Council on Local Results & Innovation that was created in the 2010 Legislature. The Council on Local Results & Innovation has now released a set of 10 performance measures for counties and cities, which was given to the Council to review. Participation in the Performance Measurement Program is voluntary. The purpose of the program is to "aid residents, taxpayers, and state and local elected officials in determining the efficacy of counties and cities in providing services, and measure residents' opinion of those services." After a discussion of the requirements to participate and the reimbursement expected to be received for participating; $0.14 per capita ($36.68),  and the questions that would be asked, the Council opted not to participate.  


Request for use of Bleachers
6.06	Walt Schuh Jr.( Barney) is starting a new venture called Barney's Testing Grounds. It is a Mud Truck competition and it's starting on July 22-24, 2011. He has requested the use of the bleachers located at Pfund Park. Mayor Latterell wanted to know if the city even owned them, he thought they belonged to the school. Council Member Nelson was going to check on it and get back to the Council. Clerk Krueth was also directed to check on liability insurance regarding loan equipment off premise. Our next meeting will be before the event, so we will have an answer. Request tabled till then.


PILT Grants
6.07	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the PILT Grant requests need to be submitted by July 29, 2011, and wanted everyone to be thinking of ideas. She gave them a preliminary list of requests that was previously discussed, including the Housing & Business Incentive Grants, the balance for the RV Pads in the Park and an installment on the Lift Station project. Discussion was held about the requirements/rules for the grants; Summer grant request should concentrate on Economic Development and Tourism, with the Fall requests focusing on Health and Safety. 


Lot Sale Proceeds
6.08	Clerk Krueth inquired as where she should code the land sale proceeds in the computer. She wanted to know if there was a particular Fund the initial land development was expensed through. After a short discussion, she was directed to consult with the auditors. The land development was a cooperative effort with the Economic Development Corporation.

Revolving Loan Fund
6.09	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that North Country Food-N-Fuel has paid off their Revolving Loan early. A short discussion followed regarding the terms for loaning the funds and the current marketing of the fund program.



Staff Reports

MFOA Dues
7.01	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the annual dues for the Municipal Clerks and Finance Officers Association of Minnesota.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the payment of $35.00 to the MCFOA for the annual dues, seconded by Rabe.  Motion carried unanimously.


Liquor Store Income Statement
7.02	Upon review of the income statement, it was noted that there were 3 payrolls in the month of May, and there was still a profit. It was noted that the portable pour station has been built and the second pour station behind the bar has also been installed. 

Wedding Profit/Loss Statement
7.03	The Council reviewed the Profit/Loss Statement from the Pink/Lindberg wedding. 

Thank You's
7.04	The council was presented with several Thank You's. The first was from the Heritage Center for helping with their grants, second was from the FCCLA kids Thanking the Liquor Store for donating some Gift Certificates for their National Leadership Meeting fund raiser, third was a Thank You from B'z Floral & Gifts for the Business Incentive Grant, and finally the last 2 are from Brittney Heck and Courtney Lotton thanking the City for the use of the tents for their graduation parties. 

Employee Resignation
7.05	The Council was presented with a letter of resignation from Vicki Hughes. Vicki has held the cleaning position at the Liquor Store for the last several months. 

Motion was made by Rabe to accept the Letter of Resignation from Vicki Hughes, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Employment Applications
7.06	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with 2 job applications for the Cleaning position. The applications had just been dropped off today, so Tom hasn't had a chance to look over the applications. Two other individuals also pick up applications, however they haven't been returned yet. Council doesn't feel comfortable hiring anyone without Tom having interviewed them first and made a recommendation. A long discussion was held regarding if we should wait on hiring, because of the Big Bog Festival coming up we should have someone in place before that. It was discussed if the Bartenders should be required to do the cleaning. The cleaning hours and pay for the position were discussed. Council Nelson asked about Jay Waldo, as he had inquired before about the job. The issue with offering the job to him is running into overtime, a previous employee who worked in the PW and at the Liquor Store frequently had overtime which was always charged to the Liquor Store fund. Mayor Latterell asked if any overtime could be pro-rated by the number of hours worked in each department so as to have an fairer distribution of the expense. Council directed Clerk Krueth to discuss the hiring of Jay with Tom, and if Tom was in agreement, to offer Jay the Cleaning Position.
