Liability Insurance Quote
6.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the quote for Property Liability Insurance for 2013-2014 coverage term, for $13,515. She gave them the comparisions for the last 2 years. 

2014 LGA Notice
6.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the letter from the MN State showing the 2014 LGA Notice. We will be getting the same amount as the last 2 years.

Community Transformation Grant Meeting
6.06	Clerk reminded the Council they were invited to attend a Pot Luck Community Transformation meeting on August 26 at the Community Center. Tim Lutz, School Superintendent, has applied for and received a grant for the 'non-infrastructure' grant for the planning of the cities needs.	 

General Business 

Fire Department Investment Request
7.01	Greg Vollhaber is requesting the City to purchase a 60 Month Investment CD on behalf of the Fire Department using their Funds as follows: $14,020.00 from 2012 Capital Replacement, $20,000.00 additional Capital Replacement (from 2012 Shotley Fire proceeds) and $13,611.00 from 2013 Capital Replacement (50% of Fire Contracts).	

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the purchase of a 60 Month CD on behalf of the Fire Department, seconded by Waldo.  Motion carried unanimously.
  
2013-2014 Propane Pre-payment
7.02	Council was presented with a Pre-Payment Agreement from Northern Star Coop. at $1.45 per gallon. Clerk Krueth said last years heating season we spent $4,000 and it was a long season. Options were discussed.

Motion was made by Latterell to prepay $3,000.00 for the 2013-2014 heating season, seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

North Beltrami Community Center
7.03	Council was presented with a resignation letter from Jerome Smischney who has been the President of the North Beltrami Community Center Board. They are down to only a couple members, so they are dissolving the Board and wish to terminate their Lease (expires 12/2019) and turn the building management over to the City on September 1st, 2013.
	History: The land was donated to the City for the purpose of a Community Center by Raymer Hoyum, whom was President of the Board for many years, he then turned it over to Jerome Smischney to run. The Board original board members have moved away or deceased and haven't been replaced, leaving only 2 active members. Discussion was held about how to handle the situation. The City Auditors have suggested creating a new Special Revenue Fund, which is a restricted fund (money can only be used for the center). Other questions are the Insurance, Cleaning & Building Maintenance, all added onto the cities current employees. If there was another organization who could take it over would be best! Options were discussed as to how to best utilize the building. 

Motion was made by Waldo to approve the termination of the Lease with the North Beltrami Community Center Board and accept the transfer of their funds into the Cities Special Revenue Fund as created, seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.
	
Signage at Bullhead Dock
7.04	A resident has requested some signage at the Bullhead Dock entrance and at the dock itself stating the hours open for use and the Cities noise ordinance. Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the DNR Agreement which says they would provide a sign, but there isn't any and never has been any provided by them. The Council asked Clerk Krueth to check with the DNR to see if they would provide something and we could then add to it for our ordinance.

7.05	Council was presented with Resolution 2013-12, a grant acceptance for $1,500.00 for the Battle River Beavers 4-H club.

7.08	David and Audrene Matson have given the City a Petition to Vacate a portion of 3rd Street. Clerk Krueth has verified the petition has the correct number of signature. Council reviewed the Public Hearing process and the requirements to grant a street vacation.

	Council set the date for the Public Hearing to be on September 17 at 6:00p.m., 1 hour before the regular scheduled Council Meeting.

Water Disconnection - Kromery
7.09	At the Special Meeting it was agreed to keep the shut-off date for Kromery's water service at September 1st, however, Chuck has only spoken to Poxleitner about the new service installation for J. Krueth but he does not have a firm date for the work to be done. Chuck is requesting that the shut off date be extended to October 1st.

Motion was made by Nelson to extend the water service shut-off date to October 1, 2013, seconded by Waldo.  Motion carried unanimously.

Building Demolition
7.10	Clerk Krueth and Mayor Latterell informed the Council that Beltrami County had approved the PILT Grant request to acquire and demolish the old building currently owned by Beth Snow. Discussion was held about the next steps needed. Clerk Krueth will try to have everything figured out and present it to the Council at the next meeting.
