August Income Statement

He is willing to accept a short sale on the property. The discussion at the time was there are a lot of repairs needed to the building and it would not be cost effective to buy it & repair it and then resell it. We would most likely not recoup the costs. Discussion was held about the need for rental units. Council doesn't see any potential for the city.

Housing Incentive Grant Request
7.01	Council was presented with a Housing Incentive Gant request from Travis Friel to purchase a home. Discussion was held about who's name would be on the title work, his wife should sign the application also. Eva Jourdan has also signed the request because it will be a contract for deed for the first year, so her name will be on the title too. Technically when they refinance in one year, it would constitute a sale. Council will over look this issue for this Grant only, based upon the fact that we know up front that they will be refinancing in one year.

Next month the Council will review the wording on the Grant applications.

Discussion was held about a Business Incentive Grant that was previously granted. Clerk Krueth was asked to send a letter inquiring as to their intent with the business.
