CSAH36 Offer Letter
7.02	Council reviewed a letter from Bob Seado Appraials regarding the permanent right of way the County is requesting for the construction of the 4' paved shoulder along CSAH36 to the ball fields. No action is needed at this time as Clerk Krueth only had to acknowledge the receipt of the letter. They are appraising the value of the easement at $464.00, more forms will follow.


Road Runner Revolving Loan 
7.03	Laurie Jahnke is requesting the City to extend her Revolving Loan modification agreement for another 6 months.

Housing Incentive Grant Application
7.04	Jon Ledford has applied for the Housing Incentive Grant for the purchase of 217 4th St. NW property.

Motion: was made by Jourdan to approve the Housing Incentive Grant, second by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project Update
7.05	Curt Meyers could not make the meeting tonight as an emergency came up in their Bagley project. He informed Clerk Krueth that he has not started advertising for bids yet as he has to wait for the Closing with USDA before he can start. Kathy has sent the paper work for the closing in as a rush, but has not heard anything back yet.
	Clerk Krueth also reported that she had the breakdown of how the grant is split between water & sewer and that our loan amount is also split between water & sewer. Councilor Skoe asked for a special meeting with Curt to be scheduled on October 26th so the Council can be better prepared. Clerk Krueth also presented the Council with the invoices she received from WSN. Council discussed how to pay, and decided to wait.
