6.02	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the RLGF Grant requests are due, she informed the Council that	 her
and Chuck had reviewed the criteria and had come up with a couple of idea's. One is purchasing 300 tree's for the Park. Chuck has been removing dead, broken and diseased tree's every year since he started here and has never replaced any of them. He suggested 100 Birch, 100 Red Maple and 100 Oak Trees. They also are asking for funds for new city benches throughout town & the Park. Clerk Krueth read the criteria for the grant funding, and Council asked if some sidewalk replacement could fit under the guidelines. It is too short of a time frame to ask for that, we would need to get cost estimates etc. The area needing new sidewalks are both sides of Main street from Lakin to Gould. An greater need is a sidewalk along Cty. Rd 36 from the Apartments into town, but that would be an even greater cost since there isn't sidewalks currently there. Clerk Krueth would look into that further.

7.03	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a quote for insulating the attic of the Fire Department/City Hall. This is part of the new roof project. 18" of insulation is current code, and there is about 10-12" currently in place.

7.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she had spoken with Tim Lutz from the school regarding the walking trail, he is currently working on a Community Transformation Grant and a Legacy Grant to help put in a walking trail. He is requesting the City's commitment and support of a walking trail in town regarding agreeing to provide easements on City property when they decide where it'll go. Council looked over a map to get an idea of where a walking trail could go.
Council agreed to be supportive within reason and gave Clerk Krueth permission to give the support.
