Liquor Store
September Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the September Income Statement. Mayor Latterell commented that the Liquor Store did very well compared to September last year. Clerk Krueth reported that the Food sales is ahead of schedule for recouping the money spent on installing the kitchen. Based on a 3 year return, it will be recouped 6 months ahead of schedule. The Liquor store is thinking about acquiring a Autofryer to speed up the cooking time of some products. Council asked to have an inventory done on the food, as they think it is too high. Manager Heck has already stated that he'll be doing one soon.

2016 USDA Income Limits
6.02	Clerk Krueth shared a report showing the 2016 Income limits for USDA Housing Programs for Beltrami County. Council discussed having another Home Improvement Program after our current water & sewer project is completed.

6.04	Clerk Krueth reported that the next round of grant requests must be submitted by October 31st and asked for any idea's they might have. Suggestion were a new roof for the Park Pavilion, chip seal for the Cemetery roadway and sidewalk along CASH36 West, upgrades for the Community Center, and greenery for the Liquor Store.

Safe Route to School
6.05	Clerk Krueth reported that she attended a meeting with the school and HRDC in regards to applying for a Safe Route to School Grant. If they are chosen, they will be requesting letters of support from the Council again. The route chosen is to open up Shevlin Avenue north from the Cemetery to meet up with Fourth St. and new sidewalks along Main Street to Shevlin.

General Business 

Background Check Policy
7.01	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Background Check Policy that she had written up with the help of the League of MN Cities and had the city Attorney approve. Council requested the policy to read as "The City Clerk and one other designated Councilor/Mayor or Dept. head will review the criteria…"

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the Background Check Policy with the stated changes, second by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Water Bill Reduction Request
7.02	St. Patricks Catholic Church is requesting a $100.00 reduction on their water bill. They had a very high bill for the water used for the month of August. They do not know how that much water was used. Chuck did check the building restrooms, and he stated he could tell by the water line in the toilets that the water was high enough to be running/draining. Council decided to that their logic stands, 'if it went through the meter, it must be charged', they do want to set president by reducing it for anyone. They have historically always refused to reduce water bills, customers could make payments though.

7.05	Council reviewed the status of the clean-up. Clerk Krueth didn't get the follow up letters done in August. Council directed letters to be sent to the remaining properties thanking them for the work already done but stating that their property is still in violation and the fine will be forgiven if the property is cleaned up by April	 30th, 2017.		 

ACH Payment-Utility Payments
7.06 	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with an option to add ACH payments to the Utility Billing software. The cost will be $395.00 for the initial purchase and an extra $120.00 annual maintenance fee.

Update on Water Sewer Project
7.07	Clerk Krueth updated the Council on the details of the Pre-construction meeting that was held with General Construction on the water tower. The completion date for the tower is October 15, 2017.
	Beltrami County sent someone up to inspect the sidewalks along CASH36, they are willing to replace more of the sidewalk then previously on the plans. They will replace all of the north side.
