6.01	Council reviewed the January Income Statement. 
	
Clerk
Miller McDonald Recommendation
6.02	Clerk Krueth reported that the audit went well. Jon had made a recommendation to the Council to transfer the Debt Service Fund into the General Fund. Since the Debt is paid off, we can remove the fund according to Mn SS 475.61 subd.4. Council suggested Clerk Krueth to wait until the end of the year, then eliminate it. They would like to see how much is paid off by then, so if need be many years from now, it can be recreated. Council wished to approve the transaction now, so at year end Clerk Krueth will have the authority to do so.

Motion was made by Nelson to have Clerk Krueth transfer the remaining funds (negative balance) into the General Fund before year end, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Works
2015 Wastewater Treatment Facility Operational Award
6.03	Clerk Krueth reported that Chuck, City of Kelliher is receiving an award for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Operation.

"The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency is pleased to inform you that you are receiving a 2015 Wastewater Treatment Facility Operational Award (the list of award winners is attached). Your submitted data and permit records for the period from October 1, 2014, through August 31, 2015, were reviewed to determine your award eligibility. Based on the review, you have been confirmed as the recipient of a Certificate of Commendation for outstanding operation, maintenance and management of your wastewater treatment system. Congratulations on your efforts to protect the waters of Minnesota!"

This award recognizes you for ensuring:
1. Your facility was overseen by a properly certified operator.
1. Your facility did not exceed the effluent limits contained in your permit.
1. Your required monthly and annual reports were timely and complete.
Your facility did not experience any unauthorized releases, enforcement actions or inspections identifying significant compliance concerns.
Chuck will not be going to the conference to receive the award, so it will be mailed to us.
	Clerk Krueth said there are 852 towns in Minnesota and 285 awards were given out. Council would like to give Chuck a card from the Council to express their thanks. And call the newspaper to have a article & picture when we receive the award.
 
General Business 


Township Accessor
7.01	Council has received notice from Darry Pink that his retiring from the assessor job after 40 years! Also received was a letter from Beltrami County Assessors' Office asking for the city to appoint a new licensed assessor by July 1st, 2016. Clerk Krueth had been in touch with Joe from Beltrami County Assessor's office, he has provided a couple of names of people who are licensed. She has spoken with one of the people and will have quotes from them by the next council meeting. Beltrami County will take over the job if we do not find someone. They will charge $7.69 per parcel, Darry has been charging $4.10 per parcel and one prospect she spoke with estimates a price of $6.00-$6.50 per parcel.
	Council asked Clerk Krueth to send Darry a card of Thanks for his 40 years of service to the community. 
	
MnDOT Work Authorization #1
7.03	Curt Meyer explained the MnDOT Contract to the Council as to why they were having everything go through the City. Councilor Skoe asked if there was any liability the City would be taking on if they signed the Contract, Curt said No, only some of Clerk Krueth's time to process the draw requests. Clerk Krueth stated the City Attorney had looked it over and said there is an 'out' if the bids come in too high. We can cancel at anytime. Curt also pointed out a typo in the MnDOT Work Order and had the Mayor correct it before signing.

Motion	was made by Councilor Skoe to approve the Contract as amended, second by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.


Curt Meyer-WSN/MnDOT Contract
7.02	Curt Meyer presented the Council with WSN's Contract with the City to perform the engineering work for the MnDOT Hwy 72 work before the Council looked at the MnDOT's Work Order #1, because their contract has included MnDOT's Work Order #1. It states that WSN will only do the work authorized by MnDOT's Work Order #1 and the Work Order is included as an attachment to WSN contract.

Motion	was made by Mayor Latterell to approve the WSN Contract, second by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Curt Meyer informed the Council that the project is out for bid. It'll be published in the American Newspaper for 2 weeks. It is on the QuestCDN web site. The bid opening will be on March 14th here at City Hall, the bid opening for contract #1(pipe & feed building) will be at 2:00 pm and contract #2(tower) will be at 2:30. Kathy Luepke will be present also.
Curt asked how long the City will want to hold the Contracts before awarding. Council discussed options because of the possible short fall in funds. USDA/RD will not give the City approval to award the bids if they think they cannot come up with more funds to cover the shortfall. They cannot give us a definitive answer of any possible funds, but if they give the approval to award, they are saying that there is money available. The longer we hold the bids, the higher they will be because the contractor's have a hold on the products etc. The Hwy 72 portion of the project is so far out, there is no way to hold our bids till then. The Hwy 72 portion will be done late summer if not next year. If we have to re-bid, we will have to remove something. Council decided to hold the bids for 30 days and if Kathy wants 45, that’s OK. Council asked to have the roof repairs for the old light plant be an option/alternate so it can be pulled out easily. Curt did caution the Council about doing the repairs ourselves, because if the contractor doesn't have to do the repairs, they could do more damage when they remove the tower legs.



Claims for Approval
7.04	 Clerk Krueth presented the Council with Claims for approval for $8,082.03. 

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

	Councilor Skoe asked to have a discussion about health insurance for the city employees. Council discussed the process of acquiring health insurance. Council asked Clerk Krueth to check with League of MN cities and the Northwest Service Coop. Council discussed how to pay for insurance and at least have some figures for next year.
