Staff Reports

Liquor Store
January Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the February Income Statement. Councilor Skoe asked about the percentage increase in the operating expenses from last year on the Monthly Comparison report and asked Clerk Krueth to remove Sales Tax from those figures for the April Statement to see how the numbers are. Clerk Krueth will do that on the April report.

Spring Cleanup
6.02	Clerk Krueth has received a call inquiring if the city was going to have a dumpster in town for our Spring Cleanup day again this year.
	
Motion was made by Nelson to have Clerk Krueth negotiate the best price for a dumpster and set up a date with Chuck for Spring Cleanup Day, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Fitness Center Update
6.03	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update on the Fitness Center. The Kelliher School did lower the rent for the Fitness Center to $400 per month, she had also applied for a grant from the Northome Ridge Runners charitable gambling for the InBody machine but was denied. She is getting the machine in as a demo for 30 days so people can use it.



General Business 

Council changed the order of items to take care the items with people present, #7.04 1st & #7.12 second.

3.2 Off Sale License
7.04	Council was presented with an application for a 3.2% Off Sale beer License from Renee Padget for D & R Bait & Tobacco.
	
Motion was made by Skoe to table the request, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.
	
	Councilor Skoe asked to get the question of possible other code violations to be resolved before issuing another license. However, he is not sure how to go about that. Possibly asking Law Enforcement to make that determination or ask our attorney. Councilor Nelson suggested that our attorney should be able to determine and doesn't want it to be tabled for too long.

Water Sewer Project Update
7.12	Curt Meyer from WSN gave the Council an update on the water sewer project. He brought the contract between WSN & the City for review by our Attorney. He mentioned the insurance portion should be closely looked at & filled out by him. He also brought the ROW Maps that need to be signed by the Mayor & Clerk, they are waiting for our attorney to get the ROW Map Cert back from him.
	Curt had also brought the updated plans that are ready to be sent in. Council discussed the work to be done at the ponds, if there is money left for some repairs for the transfer structure gate valve and possibly doing the work early, as there has been a failure. Curt will follow up with Chuck. Curt talked about releasing the bids in 3 sections, 1-pipes, feed bldg. & street work, 2-water tower, 3- pond sludge/meters (actually quotes). Curt informed the Council that MNDOT has decided that they are waiting on replacing the storm sewer pipes under Hwy 72 and the condition of the pavement is at a certain grade and they do not want it disturbed. Meaning that the water & sewer lines under Hwy 72 cannot be replaced and will have to wait until they do their project, which is at least 10 years out. Council discussed possible alternatives. Councilor Skoe suggested we appeal to them. We will still need to apply for a permit to connect from 6th street into Hwy 72. Curt will check with his office Alexandria to see about the appeal process and check into the lining and pipe bursting alternatives. MNDOT will let us do 'non-invasive' repairs, they just do not want us to tear up the pavement. Curt suggests we get our interim financing set up by July with Ruthie from MN Rural Water. 

Resolution 2015-5 Support of Transportation Bill
7.01	Clerk Krueth presented the Council	 with a Resolution of Support for a Transportation Bill that is currently in the legislature.

General Obligation Debt
7.02	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the option of paying off the G.O. Debt early, showing the savings of interest.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the early payoff of the G.O. Debt, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

CD Renewal
7.03	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the option of renewing our CD for Public Works Capital Improvements versus putting it into the Money Market. We will earn .35% interest by putting it into the Money Market and the current rate on the CD is .20%.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve cashing out the CD and investing the funds in the Money Market, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Housing Incentive Grant Request
7.05	Council reviewed a Housing Incentive Grant request from Matt Poxleitner. 

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the Housing Incentive Grant for Matt Poxleitner at $2,500.00, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

MN Historic Level II Report
7.06	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she did not receive any other bids for the Level II report needed to get the SHPO approval for the removal of the old water tower. She presented the Council with the quote she had received from Summit Envirosolutions for $4,000.00.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the quote from Summit Envirosolutions, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Beltrami County Soil & Water
7.07	 Clerk Krueth presented the Council with information from Beltrami County Soil & Water, they are giving us an update of our new representative and offering tree's for sale. Council doesn't want any tree's at this time.

First Call 211
7.08	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with information from First Call 211 and a request for a donation. They are also asking to post information at City Hall. Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she has updated the City's information yearly on their website. The Council has never heard of the program before. Tabled.

Lakes Area Dive Team
7.09	Council was given a letter from Lakes Area Dive Team requesting a donation. Council asked Clerk Krueth to find out from our Auditors if the City can give donations legally.

Presbyterian Church
7.10	Clerk Krueth had another request from the Church to give the building to the City. She had inspected the building, there is water coming into the building and mold in the basement. Council discussed the pros & cons and decided to pass. Have Clerk Krueth send a letter.

Claims for Approval
7.11	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims totaling $10,864.30 for approval.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the claims as presented, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

April Meeting Date Change
7.12	Mayor Latterell request a date change for the April meeting. Council set a Special meeting for April 7th and moving the regular meeting to April 23.
