Ordinance Inspection Team Follow-up
7.06	Inspection Team Member Jourdan gave the Council an update. She had checked on 6/13 and before the meeting. Clerk Krueth gave a few more updates from people she'd heard from. As for the next step in this process, Clerk Krueth explained that she'd contacted the City Attorney but he is out for a family emergency. So as she was reading the ordinances she noticed that they state the Administrative Fine is only to be used when there is no other penalty established in the code, and the codes we are referencing with these violations cite the General Penalty that is a petty misdemeanor. So, that would mean we would need tickets issued and take each person to court and upon conviction they would face a $300.00 fine. Since the Attorney has stated the Council has the latitude in how they handle these violations, the question is should we proceed as we've told everyone with the Administrative Fine or should we issue tickets? Our main goal is compliance and not making major problems for our residents. The Administrative Fine does give the residents another 14 days to come into compliance. Councilor Jourdan asked if we could proceed with the Administrative Fine letter and then if there is no compliance, go to the petty misdemeanor tickets.


Motion was made by Nelson for Certified Notice be sent to the property owner #5 on the list. and Administrative Fine letters be sent to #1, 3, 4, 12, 15, 16,18 & 19, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
