June Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the June Income Statement. 
	
Motion was made by Jourdan to accept the June Income Statement as presented, Skoe seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Works
New Hire
6.02	Chuck Schultz asked the Council to approve the hiring of a part-time public works/maintenance employee. He is concerned about the up-coming water sewer project taking all his time and the time off  he'll be taking this fall. He is also wondering about training in someone to take his place when he retires. There is a period of time that will need to be considered for a new person to receive their licenses. Council doesn't think there is a need for a full time person at this time. Discussed having Northome or Blackduck people fill in when he's gone to take care of the required reporting & monitoring. Council also discussed the hiring/interviewing process, decided to appoint Eva, Shelli & Chuck to review the applications, conduct interviews and to make a recommendation to the Council at the August meeting. Council will then decide on hiring, wages and hours. 

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the advertising for a part-time job in the Maintenance Dept., seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

League of Minnesota Cities Memorandum
6.03	Clerk Krueth shared a Memorandum from the League of Minnesota Cities that recognized Senator Rod Skoe for his work and support of a variety of legislation that affects cities, from the LGA in the Senate Tax Bill to agriculture containment exemption, and for always being accessible to his constitutes.

New Law-Temporary Health Care Dwellings
6.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a summary from the LMC regarding the newly passed law allowing 'Temporary Family Health Care Dwellings' in cities and the option of 'opting out' of the law. Cities have until Sept. 1st to opt out, otherwise they will have to have a permit process in place. Council postponed any action until the August meeting.

Council Reports
6.05	Councilor Jourdan reported that the Fire Department is in the process of interviewing applicants and is asking the Council if it would be OK to hire more than the original 4 they were talking about. They are predicting more will be retiring in the next few years and would like to have the training done all at once. Council will leave the decision up to them and wait for their final recommendation.

	Councilor Skoe wanted to inform the Council that he wants to extend his canopy and he has been looking into getting an easement from the City. Our City Attorney has stated that the City cannot give an easement and suggested we use an Encroachment Permit, however we do not have that option in our city code. The other option is to ask the City to vacate the alley way.

Ed Gehlert-Property Division
7.03	Ed Gehlert addressed the Council concerning his property on 4th Street. His goal is to put his duplex up for sale, but if it doesn't sell, he would like to divide up his 2 lots into 4 lots and build on each lot. He would either build more duplexes or single family homes. Council discussed the availability of water & sewer to each lot, the curb stops for water must be located in the city ROW and each lot would have to have separate hook ups. He would also have to give access easements to each property also. Ed will need the Council's approval to bring to the County to sub divide the lots, the County has final approval. Council discussed the ending lot size, which is still within the city code. Discussion was held about how the water & sewer would be supplied to each lot. Ed would have to give access easements for driveways, and each property would have to have water curb stops in the City ROW.
	 
Motion was made by Skoe to approve the subdivision of PID's 83.00254.00 & 83.00255.00 into equal halves, splitting east to west with an easement of 25' to the access the rear properties, authorization will expire in 12 months if not executed by that time, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Ed Gehlert questioned his water bill on the duplex. His water usage is very high. He'll check the water softeners & Clerk Krueth will double check the past usage.


Water Sewer Project Update
7.04	Council is concerned about the timelines and constraints for the bid, as we haven't really had any say in how the bid has been written up. And if the Council has any control over how long the construction period is this fall. Discussion was held concerning what would happen if the Special Session would pass a bonding bill. 
	There will be a Bid Opening on August 9th at 2:00 p.m., it will have to be held at the Community Center because that is the day of the Primary and City Hall will be in use.

Ordinance Inspection Team Follow-up
7.05	Inspection Team Member Jourdan gave the Council an update. 

Motion was made by Latterell to send a 'Thank You, but tires must be removed and the fine will be rescinded' letter to the property owner #1 on the list, and seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Skoe to publish a Public Notice in the paper notifying  property owner #18 on the list that the City will be entering the property and cleaning it up and charging it to the property taxes, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Jourdan for a Certified Notice be sent to the property owner #4 on the list, and Administrative Fine letter at $20.00 per day and a bill for the current amount of the fine to date (if not paid, it will be added to taxes, (Clerk Krueth can give them a 2 week due date and the fine will be rescinded - not to be put in the letter)), seconded by Latterell. Motion carried with Skoe abstaining.

Motion was made by Jourdan for a Certified Notice be sent to the property owner #15 on the list, and Administrative Fine letter at $20.00 per day and a bill for the current amount of the fine to date if not paid, it will be added to taxes, (Clerk Krueth can give them a 2 week due date and the fine will be rescinded - not to be put in the letter)), seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion  was made by Skoe to remind the property owner of #14 that there is a fine accumulating & asking if the couple of vehicles are operable or not. If not, ask her to remove them by August 7 and the fine will be rescinded, second by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously. 

Motion was made by Skoe to send a new Notice to the property owner of the Jeep asking for it to be removed, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Jourdan for Certified Notice be sent to the property owner #5 on the list and Administrative Fine letter be sent to #5, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Council advised Clerk Krueth to touch base with the property owner of #8 on the list, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
Motion was made by Latterell to send a letter to Potvin  thanking him for the promise to have the hole filled by July 31st, and if done the fine will be waived, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Latterell. Motion carried unanimously.
