6.02	Clerk Krueth gave the Councilors a notice from the League of Minnesota Cities introducing the new Executive Director.

General Business 

Community Center Kitchen Upgrade-Diane Mostad
7.01	Diane Mostad asked the Council if they would be willing to have the kitchen in the Community Center upgraded. She is working with several organizations that think this would be a good idea and has a couple of grant opportunities that she can apply for. Having a licensed commercial kitchen could benefit the community for catering and have a place to gather for the elderly and possibly a coffee shop. She has talked with County Commissioner Sumner and he was in favor of using RLGF/Con Con funds. The first step is getting the Council to approve the idea. Councilor Skoe suggested finding another group to run the Community Center so it does not fall onto the City to manage it. She agreed to find an organization and then move forward. 


Housing Incentive Grant Application Changes
7.02	Clerk Krueth provided the Council with an updated Grant Application. She updated the application per previous Council discussions, but wanted to clarify to the Council that the Housing Grant forgiveness was not pro-rated, it is the Business Grant that was prorated. Council discussed the issue of mobile homes. Clerk Krueth was asked to make the following changes; repayment to be pro-rated, proposed owners need to sign the application, single wide mobile homes are not eligible for this grant.


Housing Incentive Lien changes
7.03	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with additional verbiage to be added to the Lien document. This change was requested by Wells Fargo so our Grant can be approved for their loan purposes.

Motion: was made by Skoe to approve the additional verbiage to the lien document, second by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Housing Grant Extension Request
7.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with an Housing Grant 90 day extension request from Jay Waldo.

Motion: was made by Nelson to approve the 90 day extension for Jay Waldo, second by Jourdan. Motion carried with Nelson, Jourdan, Latterell and Skoe voting in favor and Waldo abstaining.

Housing Incentive Grant Lien Release
7.05	Council was presented with a request from Brian Blanchard to grant an early release on the Housing Incentive Grant he'd received when he purchased 207 SW Lakin Ave property. The lien is set to expire on March 2, 2016, and the property will be transferred into Eva Jourdan's name. Councilor Jourdan left the room so the Council could speak freely. After discussion Council decided to grant the early lien release as the purpose of the grant; to get the property inhabited, has been realized and there is only 6 months left of the 5 year lien.

Motion: was made by Latterell to approve the lien release, second by Skoe. Motion carried with Latterell, Skoe, Nelson and Waldo voting in favor and Jourdan abstaining.

Business Incentive Grant Application Changes
7.06	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the updated Business Incentive Grant application. Changes are; $2,500 to purchase/build a business, and $7,500 for the employment, wording changed from 'grant' to 'acquisition funds' for the repayment requirements.

Motion: was made by Jourdan to approve the changes in the Business Grant Application, second by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Siren Repair Options
7.07	Clerk Krueth present a couple of repair options she had received from Rogers Two Way Radio for the repair of the siren. Council discussed if there was still a need for the siren, decided to keep it for weather siren and in cases of extreme emergency.

Motion: was made by Nelson to authorize Shelli and Chuck to have the siren repaired at the best price possible, second by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Billboard Expense
7.08	Clerk Krueth explained that the City has been sharing the expense of a billboard on the south side of town located on Tassler's property. Clerk Krueth explained that the Road Runner no longer wants the sign as they are closed and they want the City to cover the expense. Councilor Skoe suggested the City ask for a brown 'Park' sign to be installed by the park and have the Road Runner let the billboard go.

Resolution 2015-10 CSAH36 Parking Plan
7.09	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Resolution 2015-10 to accept the Parking Plan submitted by Beltrami County Hwy Dept.

2016 Budget-Tax Levy
7.10	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the updated budget proposal.

Motion: was made by Skoe to approve the preliminary tax levy same as last at $43,300, second by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously

Water Sewer Project update
7.11	Clerk Krueth shared with the Council the letters from USDA approving the final plans and giving the go ahead to advertise for bids. Councilor Skoe voiced concerns about getting the numbers clarified by Kathy and Curt on the project costs. Council also discussed the time frame because some of the members will be gone. If Curt cannot start advertising by Monday/Tuesday, he should wait so the bid opening can be scheduled for December.

Claims for Approval
7.12 	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims totaling $8,908.41 for approval.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the claims as presented, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
