Water Sewer Project
4.00	Curt Meyer, City Engineer from WSN, introduced himself and gave everyone an update on the status of the project. 
· Curt gave a scope/outline of the project.
· The project plans are at RD waiting for final approval to ask for bids.
· There is no specific timeline for when we can expect the approval.
· He still plans on putting it out for bids this fall.
· The water tower will take the longest.
· MNDOT will also be doing a reconstruct project along Hwy 72, starting July 1, 2016, in conjunction with our project.
Curt then opened the meeting up to questions.
Questions:
	Lance Paukner asked for more details about the timeline for bidding and starting the project.
	Lance Paukner stated that there are problems with the flushing valve by his residence and if the pipe work doesn't go through this year, he is concerned that this winter the valve will be frozen and not be able to be flushed.
		Curt stated that if we get the bids early enough this fall, we can ask the contractor to do the small stretch to his house. But there will most likely be a mobilization charge of $1.000.00. Lance just wanted to make sure that the Council is aware of the issue, and that something will need to be done before freeze up.
	Councilor Skoe asked about the amount of money dedicated to the repair of the roof of the maintenance shop after the water tower will be removed and if there was the ability to use the funds to go to another bid to repair the whole roof.
	Councilor Skoe asked about the construction of the chemical feed building, if it was going to look like the one in Big Falls, and if there was space for a desk in the building.
	Councilor Skoe asked about how the water tower is built, if the welds that had rusted, had been sand blasted before it was painted.
	Councilor Skoe asked about the style of water tower requirements.
	Councilor Skoe asked about the allowable paint color & design for the water tower.
	Councilor Skoe asked about the MNDOT Hwy 72 project. Any progress on the plans?
	Councilor Skoe asked about the start date for the MNDOT project? If there was any possibility of putting off our bids to be combined with the MNDOT project.
	Councilor Skoe asked about asphalt, if we put bids out and awarded this fall, would that be allowed.
	Lance Paukner asked if the sand blasting of welds on the water tower could be put in the plans as a requirement.
	Councilor Skoe asked if the bids are let, does the Council have choices that will be need decided prior?
	Councilor Skoe asked about the dredging of the ponds. 
	Councilor Skoe asked about the estimates for Hwy 72 work.
