Motion: was made by Nelson and seconded by Jourdan to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Canvas Primary election Results
4.00	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the results from the Primary Election.

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to accept the Primary Election results as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Revolving Loan Application Review
5.00	Council reviewed the Revolving Loan recommendation from HRDC. Councilor Skoe recommended that the payment schedule be changed because it always costs more than a person expects.

Motion: was made by Skoe to approve the RLF as presented, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried with Nelson abstaining.

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Jourdan to approve the Revolving Loan with an extended term of 6 years instead of 5 and with the first year interest and principal payments to be deferred.  Motion carried with Nelson abstaining.

Business Incentive Application
6.00	Council was presented a Business Incentive Application from Carver Nelson to purchase Nelson's Car Wash/Laundry Mat & shop.

Motion: was made by Skoe to approve the Business Incentive Grant as presented, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried with Nelson abstaining.

Water and Sewer project update
7.00	Council was presented with the bid tabulations from the bid opening on August 9th. Curt will be at the August 18th meeting to explain the bids and give the Council his recommendation. Council tried to make sense of the bids, trying to find what the cost for CASH36 would be. They cannot figure it out. Clerk Krueth does not have every conversation in verbatim. The Council had wanted the Base Bid to be CASH36 with the remainder of the project as an alternate, but it looks like there is more in the Base than CASH36. Clerk Krueth was also under the impression that the Base would be CASH36 only, but the Chemical Feed Building was added and there is also bituminous. Kathy has stated we can take out a line item as long as we take it out of all bids and pick the low bidder. Curt had said that MnDOT had asked for more roads to be finished this fall to help with their Hwy 72 project in the spring. It will give them detour options. Clerk Krueth does not have a copy of the new bid, so she doesn't know what all is actually in the bid.
Council is concerned that there is/was a communication breakdown, and we need to fix that.
