Water Sewer Project Update-Curt Meyers
4.00	Curt gave the Council an update. USDA had finalized the closing paperwork and given permission to go for bids. Curt stated that most people in his office said we should wait till January to go for bids, as it's too late in the season for anyone to start on any foundations for the tower and everyone will be pushing to finish the projects they're working on right now. Curt also suggested that if we waited, we'll be close to the bid opening for the MnDOT project, so we'll have a complete picture of the financing needed. Early to mid February bid opening would be our target.

Council reminded Curt that the Plan approval from USDA stated that we have 120 days from their approval date to award bids, or else we'll have to redo the plan process.
	
Curt stated that USDA doesn't let you re-bid for the same project, we'd have to change or eliminate something in the project.
	
Council explained to Curt that USDA stated that we are short funds to pay for the project, and we cannot match up any of their figures with our figures. Curt will send us his most current job cost estimate and we should talk with Kathy/USDA about where to find the extra funds.


Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to ask USDA/Kathy for a 60 day extension to award bids.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to delay advertising and awarding the bids until we know how the MnDOT bids come in (providing we get Kathy's extension).  Motion carried unanimously.

Clerk Krueth was asked to talk with Kathy/USDA to see if we can set up a meeting with her.
